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Resumen

La presente investigacion analiza la tematica del Clima Social y Violencia Familiar en
escolares de Secundaria de la Institucion Educativa Republica de Bolivia del distrito de
Villa el Salvador.

El objetivo del estudio fue establecer la relacion entre Clima Social y Violencia
Familiar en escolares de secundaria. Tipo de investigacién descriptivo, se utiliz6 un
disefio de correlacional, se estimdé una muestra no probabilistica de 186 alumnos de
secundaria, de la edad de 11 y 14 afos. Para evaluar la variable Clima Social se utilizd
la escala de Clima Social y para la variable de Violencia Familiar se utilizo la escala de
Violencia Familiar, los resultados se procesaran con el programa estadistico SPSS
version 22.0.

Las conclusiones indican una relacion significativa entre Clima social y violencia
familiar en escolares de secundaria de la Institucion Educativa Republica de Bolivia del
Distrito del Villa el Salvador. A nivel especifico se encontrd relacion significativa entre el
clima social con las dimensiones: verbal, fisica, psicologica y econdmica de la violencia
familiar en escolares de secundaria; y relacion significativa entre la violencia familiar con
las dimensiones: relaciones, desarrollo y estabilidad del clima familiar en escolares de

secundaria de una Institucion Educativa del distrito de Villa el Salvador.
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Abstract

This research analyzes the issue of Social Climate and Family Violence Secondary
school of School Republic of Bolivia of Villa El Salvador.

The aim of the study was to establish the relationship between Social Climate and Family
Violence among high school. Descriptive type of research, used a correlational design, a
nonrandom sample of 186 high school students, age 11 and 14 years was estimated. To
evaluate the variable Social Climate Social Climate Scale was used for variable and
Family Violence Family Violence scale was used, the results were processed with SPSS
version 22.0.

The findings indicate a significant relationship between social climate and family violence
in secondary school students of School Republic of Bolivia District of Villa el Salvador. A
specific level significant relationship between social climate with the dimensions found:
verbal, physical, psychological and economic of family violence in secondary school; and
significant relationship between family violence dimensions: relations, development and
stability of the family atmosphere in a secondary school Educational Institution of Villa El

Salvador.
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
